This is considered a special 

event, thus free admission with a new 

membership or re-upped membership 

is not applicable, as in the past.  How-

ever, if you join or re-up at the party 

(or before), you will pay the reduced 

member admission fee of $10 vs. the 

guest fee of $15.  Our food will be pro-

vided by attendees only, and everyone 

is asked to bring refreshments, specifi-

cally individual items that can be put 

in a sandwich bag, small freezer bag or 

wrapped, etc. such as sandwiches, 

cookies, cake slices, nuts, homemade 

candy, etc.  It is also acceptable to 

bring other foods that can be easily 

served by pre-identified servers.  

Gloves and face masks will be used 

by our servers.

Section 2: Dues are payable by June 30th December 31st each calendar year. In an effort to gain Club members, new 

members may join at the current annual membership rate at any of our regular socials and receive FREE entry into that 

social. For clarity, any special functions hosted by the Club are not eligible for free entry. 

Section 3: Any member whose club dues are not paid by August 1st February 1st the Membership Committee Chair 

will send out written notice of such non-payment.
