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Performance notes: This piece can be sung in unison or as a layered round.  Each verse can be cut 
in half so that only the first line is sung.  You may sing only some of the verses or all of the 
verses; you may improvise additional verses as you are so moved.  You may sing all of the lyrics
to the tune of the first verse if the other verses are musically difficult to learn.
