In addition, a new CD The Flowers of the Forest is available on September 11 featuring
Celtic and traditional music. It is a tribute to the multitudes of U.S. Military veterans,
many of whom members of Ensemble Galilei personally have encountered at Walter
Reed National Military Medical Center — and who inspired this burst of creativity!

Carolyn Surrick says, “Neal and Anne have spent years covering wars. They have heard

the explosions, seen men fall, and they have dreamt in the echoes of their memory. They
know clearly the things that only the people who have been in battle will ever understand.
They can speak for the living, and they can speak for the dead.”

First up is Galilei's new CD, The Flowers of the Forest, available Tuesday, September
11, 2018 http://www.egmusic.com/. Inspired in part by the 7 years several members of
Ensemble Galilei spent performing weekly in the foyer of Walter Reed National Military
Medical Center in Bethesda, MD, the CD boasts traditional Scottish, Irish and American
airs along with several brand-new original compositions by the Galilei artists
themselves.



Surrick founder of Ensemble Galilei, says, “The Flowers of the Foreskhich both opens
the show and is the title track of this CD was written for the thousands of Scottish
soldiers who died in battle on September 9, 1513. It is a tune that is played today when a
soldier from England or Canada is killed in Afghanistan. They live on in the music and in
our performances. We daily tread the road between war and here.”
